South Yorkshire Schools Year 5 & 6 High 5 Netball County Final

On Wednesday 17th March 2010, the English Institute of Sport, Sheffield, played host to the Year 5 & 6 High 5 Netball County final for South Yorkshire.  Eight out of the ten school sports partnerships (SSPs) in South Yorkshire held a partnership High 5 Netball competition within their areas, from which the top teams progressed through to represent their partnership and area in the County final.

Each area across South Yorkshire was represented, with Westways School (Arches SSP) and Gleadless School (Forge SSP) representing Sheffield, St Marys Herringthorpe (Rawmarsh SSP) and St Albans School (Wickersley SSP) representing Rotherham, Edenthorpe Hall and Barnby Dunn School (both from Flying High SSP) representing Doncaster and Birkwood School (Priory SSP) and Shawlands School (Holgate SSP) representing Barnsley. 

The teams were split up into two pools, with Westways, St Marys Herringthorpe, Edenthorpe Hall, and Birkwood making up pool one, and Gleadless, St Albans, Barnby Dunn, and Shawlands making up pool two.  Each team within their pool played each other, and three points were awarded for a win, two points for a draw and one for a loss.  

The final was a very close, nail biting match and the nerves showed with both teams as it was a very low scoring game in comparison to previous matches.  At half time the match was even with both sides having scored one goal each.  However, a strong Shawlands side came out in the second half to score two goals to take the score to 3-1 to Shawlands, crowning Shawlands School South Yorkshire High 5 Netball County Champions.
