On Saturday 16 January, the South Yorkshire Talent/Excel Group ran the first in what we hope will become an annual Play Day for year 7 pupils.  

The 112 girls who attended from the 25 schools and 2 junior clubs enjoyed a coaching session and a fun festival for 4 hours.  It is hoped that they have had some good ideas to take back to their schools and clubs.  All the girls who attended were recommended to go onto the South Yorkshire website to find out details of how they could attend a netball club to improve their skills. Girls, who struck the coaches with their positive attitude, were awarded certificates, as did the tournament winners and runners up!

 

All the 6 lead coaches from the SY Excel programme (formerly known as the Talent Programme) took the sessions supported by two of the more senior athletes from the programme and also ten of the Under 14 girls from the County Academy and Satellite groups.  The youngest assistant coach was just 12 years old!

High 5

On Wednesday 17 March 2010, the first South Yorkshire schools’ High 5 Netball County final will take place at the English Institute of Sport, Sheffield.  This final will be organised by the South Yorkshire schools’ Competition Managers, who are working with the Schools’ Sports Partnerships across South Yorkshire to develop the High 5 Netball competition structure for pupils in years 5 & 6 in all primary schools.  

The final will therefore involve 10 teams from across South Yorkshire who have qualified through from local School Sports Partnership competitions.  Pupils from Sheffield High School will support the competition for Girls whose young leaders have kindly volunteered to umpire the matches.

We are looking forward to developing the High 5 competitions further.  We also want to continue building the links with the National Governing Body and local Netball clubs, which will provide exit routes for young people involved in school netball ensuring that those girls who wish to continue playing in a community setting.

Anyone not trained as a physiotherapist cannot use that title and will not be registered with the HPC.
